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Members help small business 
owners face challenges

M ost of the town is still 
asleep when Bette Felton 
opens the doors to Pascal 

French Oven in Danville. At 5:30 
a.m. the sun isn’t up, but the smell 
of brewing coffee and the sound of 
crackling old jazz records is already 
coming from inside the cafe. 
 “I love opening up in the morn-
ing, welcoming all my friends and 

getting in touch with the world,” 
Felton said.
 Felton was selected last week to 
serve in the private business sec-
tor of the Workforce Development 
Board of Contra Costa County. 
The board is made up of volunteers 
who help local people become eco-
nomically self-sufficient in order to 
strengthen the greater community.
 She will help the board under-
stand the challenges faced by small 
business owners, said MariAnn 
Fisher, chairwoman of the 
Workforce Development Board. 
 “She knows what issues are 

daunting for small business own-
ers,” Fisher said.
 On a typical Monday morning, 
Felton’s regular patrons greeted her 
with smiles and hugs. 
 “You are the mocha queen,” one 
customer joked.
 “Breakfast was a divine plea-
sure,” another patron said with a 
smile.
 Keeping both workers and cus-
tomers happy to facilitate a produc-
tive work environment is a day-to-
day challenge, Felton said. During 
the first week of ownership, she 
also had to cope with a bigger chal-

lenge—a burglary. 
 When you own a business you 
are always problem-solving, she 
said.
 “I learned the term, ‘There’s 
always something,’” she said.
 Felton previously served in the 
education sector of the Workforce 
Development Board and has coor-
dinated efforts to support experi-
ential learning, which combines 
education and work experience to 
make each more relevant. Preparing 
children and teens for the working 
world is her goal.
 “My intent was to get kids in 

schools more prepared and ready 
for work,” she said.
 Now that she is hiring and doing 
her own worker training at Pascal, 
she fully understands the need for 
relevant work-related learning, she 
said.
 “Whether it’s for welding or 
childcare, experience makes edu-
cation more relevant,” she said.
 Customer service techniques, 
time management and the ability to 
multi-task are work skills that are 
needed for her staff, she said.

Ensemble jazz taken away 
from 24-year music teacher

S ome parents and students 
from San Ramon Valley High 
School bemoaned the plight 

of their music instructor, who has 
been an influential fixture in the 
community for 24 years, at an emo-
tionally charged meeting Monday 
evening.
 Cheryl Glass—the instrumental 
music program director at San Ramon 
Valley High and the school district 
coordinator of music—will not be 
teaching jazz ensemble for the next 
school year.
 Jazz ensemble is the premier jazz 
musical performance group for the 
school, the parents said.
 More than 34 members of the 
Wolf-Tones, the parent booster 
group for all of the music bands at 
the high school, gathered togeth-
er at the school and voiced their 
anguish to Principal Joseph Ianora. 
Glass said school administrators had 
recommended to her that she stop 
teaching jazz ensemble. 
 Parents said they wanted to know 
why Glass is unable to continue 
teaching jazz ensemble. They said 

students loved learning from Glass.
 Ianora and district officials said 
they could not comment on why 
Glass was asked to step down.
 “I am bound on what I have to 
do,” Ianora told the parents. “I have 
certain constraints I work under.” 
Ianora said he could not give details 
about a personnel matter.
 “We wish there was some way 
to reduce your frustration about a 
lack of information,” wrote Roberta 
J. Silverstein, assistant superin-
tendent of human resources, and 
Ianora in a memo to the Wolf-
Tones. “Unfortunately, because the 
issues relate to an ongoing investi-
gation, the district is not at liberty 
to divulge any information about 
the investigation.”
 Likewise, Glass declined to com-
ment.
 Members of the Wolf-Tones have 
appeared at two school board meet-
ings and publicly spoken about 
how the music program has been 
negatively affected by the issues 
surrounding Glass.
 “The risk of lost opportunity is 
too great to just let it go,” Janice 
Lewis, Wolf-Tones president, said 
later in an e-mail. “This program

do is regionally oriented. Money 
doesn’t come externally without 
strings. Danville has so many ways 
of reaching out to people.”
 She said the town’s involve-
ment in the Tri-Valley Convention 
and Visitors Bureau, a group that 
provides information to people 
who visit Dublin, Pleasanton, 
San Ramon and Livermore, helps 
Danville regionally.
 Stepper said she has had a won-
derful time working on the Town 
Council.
 “It’s been a rewarding experi-
ence in a lot of ways,” she said. 
“I’ve been very impressed with the 
dedication of our staff.” 
 “I’ve been amazed at (the num-
ber) of volunteer organizations out 
there,” she added.
 As early as she can remember, 
Stepper has been involved in the 
community, she said. She was 

involved in 20 clubs in high school 
when she lived in Illinois. 
 “I enjoy interacting with people 
and problem-solving,” she said.
 One of her favorite aspects of 
being a councilwoman is partici-
pating in focused public meetings.
 “I love meetings,” she said. “I 
think they are very valuable.” 
 “They also provide (an opportuni-
ty for) networking with other people 
in the community. It’s also a place 
for generating ideas,” she said. 
 “It’s not new for me,” she added. 
“That’s the way I live my life.”
 Stepper said she received her 
undergraduate degree in mathemat-
ics from University of Illinois at 
Urbana-Champaign. She earned 
her masters of business administra-
tion at California State University 
Hayward.
 She said moving to California 
was something she had wanted to 
do for a long time.
 “I was always told people that I 
was going to live in California,” she 
said.
 “It’s a place where a lot of things 

start. It’s open to new ideas.”
 Now, after being here for 32 years, 
she said her initial impressions about 
the Golden State were true. 
 “There’s nothing like the land-
scape in California,” she said.
 She enjoys skiing and the ocean. 
She is also a soccer coach for girls 
under 16 in Dublin. She lives in 
Danville with her husband Tony. 
They have two grown children, 
Shawn, 33, and Shannon Minor, 
30. 
 Prior to becoming a council mem-
ber, Stepper was a trustee with the 
San Ramon Valley Unified School 
District for nine years. She has 
been president of Mustang Soccer 
for three years. 
 She is currently president of 
the Exchange Club of San Ramon 
Valley, commissioner of Contra 
Costa Transportation Authority, an 
alternate for the Council of Mayors 
for Contra Costa Transportation 
Authority, and is a member of 
the League of California Cities—
Revenue and Taxation Policy 
Committee. ■

has become a stepping stone for 
students to become professional 
musicians and to go on to teach our 
children’s children.” Glass has spent 
countless hours helping to build the 
program, and it means a great deal 
to many people, she added.
 They have also raised concerns 
about the lack of fluidity in the 
selection process for students audi-
tioning for jazz ensemble and band. 
But school district officials said 
Glass developed a rubric specifi-
cally for the 2006-07 school year 
auditions, and it is based on stan-
dards created by the California 
Music Education Association.
 They said the auditions to per-

form in jazz ensemble or jazz band 
for the next school year now have 
new requirements. Glass had devel-
oped guidelines for the adjudicator 
to use, and the district hired outside 
judges to determine which students 
are chosen for the musical groups.
 “In prior years, there were no 
written standards or a grading 
rubric utilized during the process,” 
according to Ianora and Silverstein’s 
memo. “It is our opinion that Ms. 
Glass’ development of written stan-
dards and a grading rubric for use 
by the adjudicators for the 2006-07 
school year, is an improvement to 
the audition process that is benefi-
cial to all students.”
 Ianora said Glass will continue 
to teach other music courses and 
will still be music coordinator for 
the district. ■

 “(The board) has a wonderful 
potential for collaboration and part-
nership,” Felton said.
 Danville’s local economy 
depends largely on privately owned 
business and has fewer corporate 
chains than most towns and cities 
in the county.

 “It’s intense for the people who 
own it—being right there in the 
public day to day,” Felton said.
 Working at Pascal has been more 
than just a job, she said. It is a way 
to keep in contact with her friends 
and neighbors.
 “I hear about what someone’s 
child is doing or who’s on vacation. 
In the mornings it’s almost like a 

community center,” she said.
 Longtime patron Alma Gilbert 
said she comes to the café to see 
friends and to catch up on what’s 
going on in Danville. She said it 
is a very social place, but she also 
comes in to read by herself.
 “It’s a coffee community,” Gilbert 
said. “It feels comfortable and safe 
here.” 
 With a background in nursing, 
healthcare and education, Felton is a 
valuable resource to the Workforce 
Development Board, Fisher said. 

She taught nursing at California 
State University Hayward and has 
organized efforts to get more regis-
tered nurses in the county. 
 “This position is along the same 
lines of running meetings and plan-
ning strategies,” Felton said.
 She said she relies greatly on 
customer loyalty and noted that 
working with partners she gets 
along with has made the experience 
enjoyable.
 “I love being able to provide for 
my friends,” she said. ■

 “It’s an awesome Danville tra-
dition ... it’s People Magazine 
onstage,” said Michelle Stedman, 
who saw the June 3 showing.
 Other members of the audi-
ence compared the play to “Beach 
Blanket Babylon,” a larger scale 
parody of popular culture that runs 
in San Francisco.
 Seaberg said the venue for 
“Wigged Out”—a salon on the cor-
ner of Hartz Avenue and San Ramon 
Valley Boulevard—is part of what 
makes the show uniquely offbeat.
 While some of the actors play 
hairdressers, the common idea that 
they are actual employees of the 
salon is a myth. Most of the cast 
has professional experience and 
acts in plays in the Tri-Valley area.
 “We’ve got a professional qual-
ity play without a drive into the 
city and we don’t have a two-drink 
minimum,” Seagram said.
  “It’s a little piece of entertain-
ment gold,” he said.
 The storyline is written collab-
oratively by the entire cast but is 
updated as material from news and 
pop culture develop. Dick Cheney, 

for example, wasn’t included in the 
show until he made headlines for 
accidentally shooting his friend. 
And similarly, there was no Janet 
Jackson reference until her “ward-
robe malfunction.”
 The cast is constantly editing, 
rewriting and reviewing what humor 
“works” and that doesn’t, said 
actress Donna Turner, who plays a 
poodle, a hairdresser and Princess 
Latte. She said the creative process 
develops the way an episode of 
Saturday Night Live does. 
 “It’s a living, breathing thing,” 
Turner said.
 Actress Peggy Huff-Stratten said 
they draw from a lot of trial and 
error and leave room for some 
improvisational comedy. 
 “We have the freedom to do what 
we want with the show because it 
evolves over time,” she said. 
 While there is a clear plot and 
story line, the show is made up of 
quick two-minute scenes. 
 “We joke that if you don’t think 
this is funny, wait two minutes,” 
Seaberg said.
 The actors often break the 
“fourth wall” and talk directly to 
the audience. At one point the fic-
tional character Christine Victoria 

goes into the audience and flirts 
with a man in the front row. This 
part of the show is totally ad-lib 
and prompts a lot of laughter and 
response from the audience. 
 Members of the cast guessed the 
show was about 80 percent scripted 
and 20 percent improv.
 “It’s live so anything can hap-
pen,” Seaberg said.
 This season’s storyline centers 
around Christine Victoria’s search 
to find who is haunting her hair 
salon. Each scene has a smooth 
transition into the next and there is 
a clear beginning, middle and end. 
While the comedy is off-the wall, 
it is important to have a developed 
plot, Seaberg said.
 Next year’s production will start 
in November and will have totally 
new material. The conflict will 
focus on the idea that the new 
salon owner may lose the business. 
It will follow the same format as 
previous years, running about 75 
minutes. 
 Tickets for the remaining shows 
are $38. They will run at 7 p.m. 
and 9 p.m., Saturday, June 10; 7 
p.m. June 17; and 8 p.m. June 24.

 “It was very exciting and nerve 
racking when I was waiting for him 
to get his words—wondering if he 
would know it,” Jennifer O’Dorney 
said.

Diving toward history
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Diablo Views

T he handsome African man spoke in correct, 
accented English to the folks sitting in a circle 
in the youth room at the Danville Congregational 

Church on Sunday. His words on this beautiful sunny day 
were surreal as they told of rape, murder and starvation in 
Sudan, his homeland. “As I speak right now, people are 
dying,” said Silvestro Akara Bakhiet. He was surrounded 
by members of his extended family, including his parents, 
brothers, his wife and baby, two other little children, 13 in 
all. They were visiting from San Francisco to take part in 
the church’s worship service, its after-service coffee, then 
lunch and this conversation.
 Silvestro has been in the United States since 1997. 
But most of the family members only recently joined 
him from a refugee camp in Uganda where they found 
shelter after escaping from their village of Pageri in 
southern Sudan in 1985 during the North-South Civil 
War. Silvestro went many other places, and only recently 
were they all reunited. In the capital, Khartoum, he was 
arrested for attempting to found an English school. He 
eventually went to Egypt where he met an American who 
invited him to visit in San Francisco, then advised him 
to apply for political asylum. In 2000, Silvestro founded 
New Sudan Generation in San Francisco; it has opened a 
girls elementary school in southern Sudan and is planning 
the New Sudan Generation Resource Center.
 Open warfare broke out in Darfur in early 2003 when 
two rebel groups attacked military installations and 
the government responded by supporting indiscrimi-
nate destruction and killings by the Janjaweed militia, 
recruited from groups of Arab extraction in Darfur and 
Chad. A neighbor of mine, Marilyn Hirsch, has worked 
since February 2005 to raise a public outcry against the 
atrocities. First she worked with the Jewish communities, 
since they have learned from the Holocaust what happens 
when people remain silent. Next she reached out to the 
Christian churches and other individuals.
 In October they held a vigil in Oak Hill Park to raise 
awareness. “At least 450 people came, that’s how many 
signatures we got,” Marilyn said. In February they joined 
the National Call-In Day, which aimed at 1 million calls 
to the White House and members of Congress to express 
concern. The following week, President Bush made a 
statement that genocide is happening in Darfur and it has 
to end, said Marilyn. This was an important first step—
getting our government to realize there is a problem. In 
April, a vigil rally drew 50,000-70,000 in Washington, 
D.C., and 15,000 in San Francisco. At this event, Marilyn 
and her friend Deena Levine met Silvestro and put him in 
touch with the Danville Congregational Church, which is 
known for its outreach and social action.

 Silvestro spoke Sunday of the suffering of his fam-
ily—his 16-year-old sister shot to death by army troops 
as she hid under the bed, his father’s brother shot to 
death in his house, his 50-year-old aunt raped to the 
point of death. “That is the pain we had,” he said of his 
family. “Yet I see others’ pain and know mine was noth-
ing compared to theirs.” He said the people in Sudan 
are friendly and honest, and love each other despite 
religious differences, and the government in Khartoum 
must give them their rights. Millions are at risk of rape, 
murder and starvation, after the destruction of towns, 
food and water supplies. There are no roads between the 
north and the south, Silvestro said, and even government 
officials live in tents. Some 400,000 civilians have been 
killed in the violence; 2.5 million have been displaced; 
and 3.5 million are hungry, according to the U.N. and 
the Coalition for International Justice. Ten thousand are 
dying every month. Silvestro said other African coun-
tries are dealing with their own problems so he hopes 
NATO can help. He would also like to see groups, such 
as the church, sponsor a water project for at least one 
village, to help build a peaceful life; and a school for 
at least one village, to raise future leaders. One of his 
brothers added that medical help is also needed.
 Deena was at the lunch, as was the Rev. Laura Barnes, 
associate minister of the Danville Congregational 
Church. There was an older man who had served in 
equatorial Africa during World War II, as well as a 
young woman who had gone to Africa on her honey-
moon last year. After our visit, we all walked out onto 
the church grounds and stood under the trees. Silvestro 
and his good-looking family obligingly posed for photos 
and expressed thanks for the visit. The two little children 
dashed around as children will after sitting still, and the 
little girl shook my hand with a shy smile. I am so glad 
this family has escaped the death and destruction. But 
what about the others? ■

 What should you do if you witness a crime in prog-
ress? Call 9-1-1, say police, and let the professionals 
take over. California law states that citizens can make 
an arrest, but the Danville police say they’d rather 
people stay safe.
 Recently a Danville resident heard someone was 
hiding from the police in his neighborhood and went 
out to confront him, with a gun. Although we admire 
his willingness to help 
combat crime, sever-
al things could have 
gone very wrong with 
this action. Any time a 
gun is involved, there 
is a chance it could 
hurt someone, and per-
haps not the “bad guy.” 
Even if the resident 
had not had a gun, per-
haps the suspect might 
have, or he might have 
caused bodily harm in 
his effort to get away. 
That is why police 
would rather handle 
things themselves.
 Report crimes or suspicious activities to police 
immediately, and encourage your employees and fami-
lies to do the same. Police appreciate 9-1-1 calls and 
residents who can help them with information. Good 
witnesses are invaluable. But police do worry about 
innocent bystanders being injured.
 Residents can perform a valuable service being eyes 
and ears for the police. Leave the actual pursuit to the 
officers.

Counterfeit note swindle 
costs $60,000
 Con men masquerading as salesmen selling 
pencil art from the British Isles swindled an elderly 
man from Danville for $60,000, said Danville 
police Sgt. Ron Bradley.
 He said the victim had been cashing counter-
feit U.S. Postal notes at his bank and now has 
to pay the amount that he had been liquidating 
based on the false documents, said to be valued at 
$60,000.
 “He’s embarrassed,” Bradley said about the victim. 
 Bradley said the victim received an e-mail 
from four salesmen in May, saying they were 
selling pencil art and drawings for a lot of money 
in checks and U.S. Postal notes, and they needed 
the Danville man to cash them. The salesmen, 
who said they were from Ireland and London, 
explained there was a high cost involved if they 
cashed the checks in Europe and told the victim 
they would pay him a fee for cashing them.

 They told the victim the U.S. Department of 
Commerce had given him a good recommendation; 
because the victim had been in contact with the 
federal agency, he believed their statement.
 The salesmen sent the Danville man the finan-
cial documents, he cashed them at his bank, and 
transferred the money to a Western Union address 
they provided. He continued this process until he 
received a call from his bank telling him the notes 
were counterfeit, Bradley said.
 “He had sent $60,000 to all these people,” 
Bradley said. “And then about 10 days later, he gets 
a note from the bank that all these U.S. Postal notes 
were fake or counterfeit.” 
 Bradley said the victim is still in contact with the 
salesmen, hoping that someone will follow them. 
The case has been forwarded to the FBI in San 
Francisco.
 “You need to confirm who are you dealing with,” 
Bradley said. He recommended waiting until a 
check clears before forwarding funds to anyone.

E T he malignant tumor attacked his face, 

and his surgeon thought about remov-
ing his right eye.

 Horrified, Terry Healey, 21, wanted to 
keep his eye and hoped then his handsome 
features, which made him popular with the  
girls, would be saved from Fibrosarcoma. 
 But it was inevitable. His life of appear-
ances had ended. And his journey to within 
had begun.
 After 25 reconstructive surgeries and 
wide press coverage of his struggles deal-
ing with a disfigured face, Healey has 
spent the past few years rewriting his 
book, “At Face Value: My Triumph Over a 
Disfiguring Cancer.”
 “There was a lot of growth in the past two 
to three years,” he said.
 He hoped that it would give others the 
knowledge and wisdom to handle adversity.
 “It’s very rewarding dealing with chal-
lenges everyday,” said the Alamo resident.
 The new additions to the book, he said, 
included the importance of forgiveness and 
trust to heal from emotional scars. 
 He said he had thought some of his 
friends abandoned him when he was help-
less. However, later he realized they didn’t 
necessarily leave him because of his looks 
but they may have had other priorities in 
their lives. He needed to forgive them.
 “It’s not so easy because we are so busy,” 
Healey said. “Their lives get complicated.”
 “We all make mistakes,” he said. “There 
are reasons why people do what they do. I 
need to forgive people.”
 He added that trusting other people, 
such as his family and women who saw 
his beauty despite his physical appearance, 
helped win back his self-confidence.
 “Trust is critical to being successful,” 
he said.
 Healey, who works as a technology mar-
keting strategy consultant, continues to 
give motivational and educational speeches 
about his challenges to business clientele 
and other communities throughout the Bay 
Area, such as schools.
 His book talks about how his early high 
school and college years at UC Berkeley 
were based on appearances, and details the 
dramatic changes in his perspective when 
he was battling a cancer in his face. 
 Growing up in Walnut Creek was mostly 
a breeze, Healey said. At Las Lomas High 
School, he ran track and cross country and 
played basketball. Also, his good looks and 
outgoing personality convinced his peers 
to make him homecoming prince. Dating 
women was easy for him, he said.
 “I didn’t stress over anything,” he said. 
“I achieved what I wanted. My experience 
with the opposite sex was easy.”
 At the time, his life was based on 
appearances, and he didn’t have much of 
an identity otherwise. 
 “Identity is the way you look,” he said.
 Additionally, he had strong bonds with 
his parents and brothers, he said. And his 
Roman Catholic upbringing helped bring 
him guidance and faith.
 At UC Berkeley, he joined a fraternity 
and soon became its president. He par-
tied, drank and performed decently in his 
academics. 
 His success at dating women continued.
 “It wasn’t challenging,” Healey recalled.
 His dates were based mostly on physical 
attraction. He dated a girl named Marilyn, 
a graduate student double-majoring in psy-

chology and economics, and recalled
attracted mainly to her physical appe
She had heavy dark eyebrows, long
hair and a great smile.

 “You can’t get through anything alone,” 
he said.
  Soon, he began to trust and his emotional 
wounds started to heal.
 “There’s really nothing wrong with me,” 
he said.
 But Dina broke up with him. He became 
devastated. He said she broke off their rela-
tionship because she had to keep reassuring 
him about his insecurities—not because of 
his looks. 
 This was a major event, he said, because 
it forced him to look even deeper inside 
himself and realize, “I had to accept who 
I was.”
 Though his heart was broken, his breakup 
with Dina was one of the major turning 
points of his life.
 Later on, he met a girl named Sue at Perry’s 
in San Francisco when he was with his bud-
dies. Sue was also with her friends, and they 
were looking for a bar in town. Healey—who 
was intentionally hitting on her—chimed in 
and suggested they go to the Silhouettes club 
because it had a mature crowd.
 They followed his suggestion and went 
to Silhouettes. Shortly after, Healey told his 
friends that he wanted to go there, too, and he 
met up with Sue. He got to know her, and both 
realized there was chemistry between them. 
 They connected and talked about every-
thing, he said.

W hat’s the most-loved souvenir you bring home 
from a vacation? Your photos! Shoot them with an 
eye toward “framing quality,” and you won’t have 

to drag out the scrapbook to be reminded of the family’s idyll 
on the shore.
 “I like to take candid pictures,” said Beverly Tobie, owner 
of Epic Events photo studio in Alamo. “I have kids and I like 
to see them doing what we went on vacation to do rather than 
posed.”
 “You need patience to do that,” she explained. “In Australia 
I have nice pictures of my family walking to the Sydney 
Opera house, on the harbor bridge with the wind blowing in 
our hair, with the opera house in the background.”
 She said her family is used to her camera recording their 
every move. To better document the trips, she begins snap-
ping away as they pack their suitcases and load up the car.
 “I have pictures of things that are crazy, like on the way to 
the airport and out the car window,” she said. And she also 
photographs the tired but happy travelers as they return home 
to make a complete record of the trip. Her professional pho-
tography is largely portraits and weddings.
 Photographer Alan Manewitz of Danville travels to exotic 
locations and sells his photographs at street fairs. He just 
returned from a scuba diving trip to Micronesia, and will be 
at the Danville Fine Arts Faire on June 24-25. But he said it 
is possible for anyone to take great shots.
 “Most people don’t know how to use their digital cameras,” 
he said. “Most people have this mental block, they think of 
them like computers. Digital cameras are just like normal 
cameras—you need to learn how to set it.”
 He advised setting the resolution large enough to be able to 
make a print of any good ones. Some people set the camera at 
a small resolution to fit 600 on a card, he said, but then any 
print larger than postage stamp size loses clarity.
 He also said people should learn when to use a flash.

 “Flashes with digital cameras tend to be really good for 
only three to five feet,” he said.
 Manewitz said most people get too far from their subject 
when taking a shot.

 “They try to encompass the whole vacation in one shot,” he 
said. “They should try to get as close as possible; those are 
the nicer pictures.”
 But Tobie cautioned not to narrow the field down too 
tightly—you might miss the “big picture.”
  “You can crop the images later after you download them 
from the camera,” she noted.
 Manewitz also advised taking photos from different 
angles.
 “Pictures people like tend to have more unusual angles 
that you might get just looking at something and shooting,” 
he said. “Try getting close to a building and shooting up, or 
down, of getting it from the side.”

 He also suggested people buy a souvenir frame while on 
vacation.
 “They can enhance it with the picture they take,” he 
explained. “It makes it more memorable.”
 Ansel Adams used to teach students to train their eyes to 
“see” shots by cutting out a rectangle and practice “framing” 
shots. He believed that each snapshot represented something 
the photographer wanted to keep as a memento, a flash of 
recognition.
 Photos of family members are wonderful but don’t over-
look the small touches that make foreign countries or other 
vacation destinations unique—the ancient doorways, the 
colorful markets, the foreign signs. The things that give a 
destination its charm and allure will also work well as photo-
graphs in your home.
 Framing an artistic photograph and displaying it in your 
home is a great way to cherish vacation memories. ■

MORE THAN A SNAPSHOT Create works of art with vacation photographs

Walls are a special fascination 
of ours as my family travels. At 
left: While visiting Spain in late 
1978 we moved our snacking 
7-year-old son in front of a wall 
to compose this photograph.

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S pring is almost gone and summer is not far behind. 
That means a new crop of summer fruits—nec-
tarines, peaches, apricots, cherries, plums, black-

berries, blueberries—are headed our way.
 Seasonal fruits are ideal eaten freshly picked, with 
sun-warm juices running down our cheeks, or right on 
the spot at an early morning farmers market. However, a 
good cook always plans for a follow-up round of enjoy-
ment by baking up a fruit pastry or two during the height 
of the fruit season. So, this is a perfect time to talk about 
fruit pastries—cobblers, crisps and similar creations. 
 What’s a cobbler? Cobblers are good for the soul but 
we’re not talking shoes here. A cobbler is an old-fash-
ioned dessert with fruit filling and a thick crust. It is a 
close cousin to the pie and can be made from just about 
any fruit, singularly or in combination. Technically, cob-
blers are made with a top crust and no bottom crust. There 
are many ideas about the possible beginnings of cobblers 
but the one I favor is this: Knowing the practicality of 
Southern cooks, one can easily imagine leftover biscuit 
dough and a few wilting berries coming together as a 
just-in-time dessert creation. In fact, the term “cobble up” 
means to mix together a meal in a hurry, probably from 
items on hand—hence, cobbling up a ... cobbler.
 Dori Sanders is a novelist (“Clover,” “Her Own Place,” 
etc.) who was raised and lives on one of the oldest black-
owned farms in South Carolina. She and her nine brothers 
and sisters run the farm and the now-famous peach stand. 
Her cookbook, “Dori Sanders’ Country Cooking: Recipes 
and Stories” from the Family Farm Stand is as much a 
personal memoir as a collection of recipes. Regarding 
Dori’s cobbler recipe, one cook said this: “I never liked 
peach cobbler until I made Dori’s cobbler. I love it now. 
I ran out and bought Dori’s cookbook right afterwards.” 
(review source: www.amazon.com) An adaptation of that 
recipe is included below.
 Beyond cobblers, there’s a peck of desserts involving 
fruit and pastry. While all are tasty, each one plays with 
your taste buds in a slightly unique way. A “pandowdy” 
is usually made from fruit sweetened with brown sugar 

or molasses. Its crust is most like a pie’s without a bot-
tom crust. Halfway through baking, the crust is broken to 
allow it to soak up the fruit juices and soften, giving it a 
dowdy look that welcomes the hearty and carefree eater. 
A grunt, or slump, is cooked on a stove top, with hearty 
dumplings topping the cooked fruit. The bubbling fruit 
grunts and groans as it cooks. A “betty,” or brown betty, is 
a spiced fruit dessert with buttered breadcrumbs or cake-
crumb topping that browns as it cooks. (No one seems to 
know who the first Betty was but we’re glad she thought 
of it.) Similarly, a “crisp” is a crunchier concoction of 
sweetened fruit and a crumbly topping. The British form 
of crisp is a crumble, a mixture of berries or other fruit 
with a textured sugary topping, usually including oats. 
“Buckles” are cake-like cobblers with crumble toppings. 
The buckle batter is poured into a pan, with fruit and 
topping placed over it. As the dessert bakes, cracks and 
crevices form, making buckles as the dough rises.
 Cobblers and related desserts were passed down 
person-to-person for years before they became written 
recipes. In 1839, in “The Kentucky Housewife,” Lettice 
Bryan references a peach potpie: “Although it is not a 
fashionable pie for company, it is very excellent for fam-
ily use, with cold sweet milk.” In our ready-set-go world 
today, these humble desserts are perfect ways to enjoy 
seasonal fruits at family meals or with special guests. 
 Let your personal tastes and cupboard guide you; 
then experiment with different fruit combos and use 
your imagination to create new culinary interpretations. 
Regardless of what fruit you choose or how you make it, 
any fruit pastry dessert is as American as apple pie and 
always a welcomed treat at the dinner table. I also like 
cobblers, crisps, etc. as an easy breakfast meal (follow-
ing a quick “nuke” in the microwave) with steaming hot 
coffee. And, need I mention that all of these creations are 
made more delicious served with a scoop of ice cream or 
a generous dollop of whipped cream?

Rollin’ in dough 
with seasonal fruits

Tips for making delightful pastries
• Select the freshest and tastiest fruit available; tap fruit in the height of its harvest season. 
• A basic strategy for substitutions: One berry for another and any pit-fruit for another. 
• Sample the fruit before cooking. Use sugar and fresh lemon juice as needed to even out 

sweetness and flavor.
• Use flour and cornstarch as needed to help thicken juicy fruits to the right consistency. 
• Alter the proportion of crust and fruit filling based on your family’s preferences. 
• When making grunts, be sure to make at least one dumpling per person. 

1-1/4 lb firm-ripe peaches (5 to 6 medium)*
1 Tbsp. fresh lemon juice
1-2/3 cups sugar
1 stick (1/2 cup) unsalted butter, melted
1 cup all-purpose flour
1 Tbsp. baking powder
1/4 tsp. salt
1 cup whole milk
Cinnamon or nutmeg for sprinkling (optional)
Optional: Lightly sweetened whipped cream or 
ice cream
1. Put over rack in middle position and preheat 
oven to 375 degrees.
2. Cut an X in bottom of each peach with a sharp 
paring knife and blanch peaches in 2 batches in 
3-quart saucepan of boiling water 10 seconds. 
Transfer peaches with a slotted spoon to a bowl 
of ice and cold water. Peel off skin with a paring 

knife, beginning from scored end, and discard. 
Halve peaches, then pit and cut length wise into 
1/4-inch slices.
3. Transfer peaches to a 3-quart heavy saucepan 
and add lemon juice and 2/3 cup sugar. Bring to a 
boil over high heat, stirring constantly, then boil, 
stirring occasionally, 4 minutes. Remove from 
heat.
4. Pour melted butter into a 13-by-9 inch baking 
dish. Whisk together flour, baking powder, salt 
and remaining cup sugar in a bowl, then whisk in 
milk just until combined. Pour batter over butter 
(do not stir). Pour peaches over batter (do not stir). 
Sprinkle lightly with cinnamon if desired and 
bake until cobbler is bubbling and top is golden 
brown, 40 to 45 minutes. Cool in pan on a rack 
until warm, about 25 minutes.
* Another fruit may be substituted.
